All levels of experience are welcome.  Please review the following before you begin.
ONLINE TRAINING:  We highly recommend taking the HFH Online Training before your workday.  This is a free service offered by Habitat’s insurance provider and will address basic safety and construction techniques.  www.hfhvolunteerinsurance.com  Click on “Online Safety Training Courses – Begin Now” – Choose “Volunteering on a Habitat Job Site”.. IF YOU TAKE THIS TRAINING YOU DO NOT HAVE TO WATCH THE SAFETY VIDEO ON SITE. (Please bring email stating you completed it)
When you Arrive:  See the Greeter or Site Supervisor for instructions.  
All volunteers MUST sign in AND out every workday.  
Your first time on this project, you will be required to fill out a Waiver of Liability (minor volunteers must have parents’ signatures also) and will watch a short Volunteer Safety Video.  
Waivers can be found at our website or you can request one be emailed if you want it before your workday- director@habitatfco.org
The Site Supervisor is ALWAYS in charge and dictates when and how the project tasks are done.  

Tools: While Habitat has all the tools you will need available, we encourage volunteers to bring their own tools if they wish, FOR THEIR OWN USE.  PLEASE CLEARLY LABEL ALL PERSONAL SUPPLIES! You are responsible for any personal tools/supplies you bring.  

We recommend bringing a folding chair for breaks and meals.  We have some to share but may not have enough for everyone.
What to Wear: Comfortable clothes appropriate for the work and weather.  

Wear items that can get stained, ripped, muddy, paint-spackled, etc… 

CLOSE-TOED SHOES MUST BE WORN — DO NOT WEAR SANDALS. You may also want to wear sunglasses and/or a cap/hat. There will be a cooler of water.
What You Will be Doing: Our projects vary according to where we are in the building process. Some groups that come out build walls, others paint. Some put on roofs, and some do landscaping. While we may not be able to tell you the actual work you will be doing, you can rest assured that it is an important, needed step that must be taken before a home is ready for the home owner to move in! We will give you plenty of leadership and instruction, and will not ask you to perform a task that makes you uncomfortable. Talk to the Site Supervisor if you have concerns.
Directions to Current Project: 121 Bassett Avenue, Swanton.  Bassett is off of Main Street, across from the park.  It is just south of Garfield Avenue and just north of Mom’s Restaurant.  Main Street intersects with Airport Highway at the BP Station and Rite Aid.   You may have to park on another street; please be courteous of neighbors, yards, etc.  Swanton Public Works will allow parking inside their fence (east end of Bassett) on Saturdays.  The park has a parking lot if you don’t mind a short walk.  Take Parkview Drive to the parking near RL Harding Fields.  Please don’t park across from the home due to neighbor’s request – they have a dead tree that is a concern.
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
